WHEREAS, our students’ parents are not able to provide home-to-school transportation because of cost and time requirements; and
WHEREAS, the ______________ School District already has $______ of unfunded transportation costs to equal $__________ per pupil; and

WHEREAS, the ________________ School District already has had to cut $______ in current year education programs and will have to cut an additional $_________ for 2009-10; and

WHEREAS, our school district would have to make an additional $_____ in cuts equal to $______ per pupil if the Governor’s May 29 proposed reduction to home-to-school and special education transportation were to be adopted; and

WHEREAS, the Governor’s May 29 home-to-school and special education transportation proposal forces deeper cuts to education for students in rural California than students in suburban and urban districts that have regional or metropolitan transportation for students; and

WHEREAS, the impact of education cuts should not disproportionately impact students based on where their parents live and work,

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the _______________ School District urges the Legislature to reject the Governor’s May 29th proposal to make a 65 percent cut in home-to-school and special education transportation reimbursements; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that if additional cuts to education programs must be made that the Legislature makes those cuts as an equal amount per pupil.
